MW Rojmal Wind Project

Ahmedabad, Tata Power
Renewable Energy Limited
(TPREL), a subsidiary of The
Tata Power Company Limited
and a leading player in Indias
renewable energy sector,
operates the 100 MW Rojmal
Wind Project in Gujarat.

If you are surprised the US plotted Imran Khan’s ouster, pop a red pill
Honestly, I am not sure

what is so “explosive” about
the revelation that the
Pakistani military connived
with the United States to oust
Pakistan’s democratically
elected Prime Minister Imran
Khan for his ‘sin’ of trying to
implement an independent
foreign policy. If you are still
“surprised” by the fact that the
United States orchestrates
regime change operations
around the world whenever it
suits its strategic interests, or
by the fact that the Pakistani
military is its favourite gun for
hire, maybe it is time for you
to pop that red pill.

The US Deep State has
been instrumental in carrying
out covert operations (regime

change, colour revolutions,
name it what you will)
throughout history, aimed at
aligning target countries with
US national security and
economic priorities while
maintaining sufficient
plausible deniability, and
Pakistan has been fertile
ground. More on that later.

According to an extensive
database compiled by political
scientist Lindsey O’Rourke,
the US launched 70 stealthy
‘regime change interventions’
globally during the Cold War
era alone, at a frequency 10
times greater than overt
military force.

That said, the formal
publication by investigative
outlet Drop Site News of the

classified diplomatic missive,
identified as ‘cable I-0678’ and
called ‘cypher’ in Pakistan,
provides confirmation, if any
was needed, that the Pakistani
military likes to stay in control
of the entire state apparatus,
either directly through
dictators (Pervez Musharraf)
or through civilian fronts
(Shehbaz Sharif).

The Rawalpindi khakis
were worried about the
trajectory of Pakistan’s foreign
policy under Khan, and their
anxiety found alignment with
America’s displeasure over
Khan crossing several
American red lines, including
his refusal to allow the US a
staging ground inside
Pakistani territory for drones
to be used against
Afghanistan, and his neutral
stance on Ukraine.

The leaked cable takes
allegations of US interference
in Pakistan’s domestic politics
out of the ‘conspiracy theory’
zone and into the ‘hard
evidence’ terrain, and makes
it evident that the Pakistani
military was acting
independently, and at variance
with the Khan-led civilian
leadership. In cahoots with
the US national security
establishment, the Rawalpindi
generals used the Sharif
brothers as a front (both
Shehbaz and the exiled
Nawaz), co-opted the
judiciary, and staged a soft

coup d’état to oust the popular,
democratically elected prime
minister. The purported cable
reproduces in full a
conversation that took place
on 7 March 2022 between
Pakistan’s then ambassador to
Washington, Asad Majeed
Khan, and US Assistant
Secretary of State Donald Lu,
and shows senior US officials
explicitly linking “better
relations” with Pakistan to
Khan’s removal, just about a
month before he was ousted
on 10 April. In the ‘cypher’, Lu
is quoted as saying that if the
no-confidence motion against
Khan succeeded, “all will be
forgiven in Washington” —
referring to Khan’s Moscow
visit and his “aggressively
neutral” stance on the Ukraine
war (both red lines for the US)
— but that if he survived,
Pakistan’s “isolation” from the
US and Europe would
“become very strong”,
effectively framing a change

of government as the price for
avoiding diplomatic and
economic marginalisation. It
spectacularly corroborates
every allegation levelled by
Khan shortly before his ouster.

Khan had repeatedly
claimed that the US was trying
to ‘get rid of him’ and was
hatching a conspiracy to
remove him from power. He
frequently made references to
a classified diplomatic cable as
‘definitive proof’. Just weeks
before he was ousted via a
parliamentary manoeuvre,
Khan had dramatically
brandished a piece of paper,
claiming it detailed an
American plot against his
government, and referred to
the exact document that has
now been published.

Khan had said the ‘cypher’
delivered an ultimatum: if the
no-confidence vote succeeded,
“all will be forgiven”, but if it
failed, Pakistan would face
severe international isolation.

These details were previously
published by US media outlet
The Intercept on 9 August
2023.

Now the little pieces fall
into place. Those silences may
now be better explained —
why the US and Europe
remain steadfastly quiet over
Khan’s illegal incarceration;
why the US and Europe were
silent over a blatantly rigged
election in which the Army
seized power, and why there
is now a complete reset in
ties. The old truism, that the
US prefers to work with the
Pakistani military instead of an
elected civilian leader, rings
truer than ever.

What has been reinforced
once again are two axiomatic
truths. One, America’s claims
of ‘championing democracy’,
‘protecting human rights’, and
stressing ‘values’ are used to
justify its hegemonic,
interventionist foreign policy
and repeated political
engineering abroad. Khan was
proving to be an obstacle for
the US because of his
attempts to take Pakistan out
of the Western orbit and steer
it closer to China and Russia.

Second, Washington
always prefers working with
Pakistani generals to
implement its agenda over
elected leaders. It conforms to
a pattern established since the
1950s, starting with Ayub
Khan’s 1958 coup, and

continuing through the tenures
of military dictators Zia-ul-Haq
and Musharraf.

It makes sense for both
sides and perpetuates a
vicious, self-feeding cycle. The
US deep state finds Pakistani
generals more useful partners
than civilian leaders because
the army controls the state’s
core levers of power, including
terrorist proxies, and can
deliver swift results on issues
that concern Washington the
most. For example, as Drop
Site’s blog post points out,
once Khan was removed and
a new puppet regime was
installed in power with the
military’s backing, “Islamabad
began delivering to
Washington what it had
refused to deliver under Khan.
Within months, Pakistan
emerged as a quiet but
significant supplier of artillery
shells and other munitions to
Ukraine. Leaked documents
showed the weapons were
routed through US defence
contractors and third-country
intermediaries…”

The generals can take
such decisions and pivot on US
policies without the
prevarications, delays, debate,
or populist pushback from
elected governments. Given
Pakistan’s chronic instability,
American aid or security
assistance routed through the
army conversely boosts the
military’s dominance and

weakens civilian leadership.
All this is not new. What

interests me more is the
question: who leaked the
classified cable to the media,
and why now? Munir may
have gone out of his way to
buy American and European
silence over his repressive
regime at home, the systemic
persecution of adversaries, or
the illegal incarceration of
Khan and his wife, but the
former prime minister still
retains significant popularity
among the masses despite the
army’s all-out effort to ‘finish’
him. Such a leak is sure to
revive the old allegations and
strengthen Khan’s hand. Munir
will be angry, and there is
likely to be a renewed witch-
hunt for the source of the leak.
As far as the timing is
concerned, given Pakistan’s
role as a mediator between
Iran and the US, this cable
may create some
complications, more so
because Iran has openly
accused Pakistan of acting
more as Trump’s agent than
as a neutral mediator.

We can now put into better
perspective why Trump likes
to call Munir his ‘favourite field
marshal’. Did such explicit US
backing for his power grab at
home lead Munir to become
even more ambitious and
launch Operation Sindoor?
The answer is blowing in the
wind.

India’s Act East policy is now armed and operational:
Decoding Rajnath Singh’s Vietnam visit

Two not-so-unrelated
things are happening today.
Defence Minister Rajnath
Singh is on a two-day visit to
Hanoi. He just met his
Vietnamese counterpart,
General Phan Van Giang, to
discuss, among other things,
whether Vietnam would
become the second country in
Southeast Asia to acquire a
BrahMos missile system.

SoAnd in Umroi, a field
training node on the outskirts
of Shillong in Meghalaya, the
Indian Army has just opened
Exercise Pragati-I, a
multinational military exercise.
It involves 15 nations, all from
the ASEAN region. The
exposition running alongside it,
organised by FICCI with
Eastern Command and the
Army Design Bureau, will
showcase Indian defence
hardware to the procurement
heads and defence attachés of
all those countries.

India has spent 30 years
talking about its Act East
Policy. It is now living it.

Vietnam and Korea
Vietnam and South Korea

are joined by two proximities.
They are geographically
proximate, almost neighbours
in the broader sweep of East
Asia, and the other, more

consequential proximity is to
a China that has become more
powerful and more
comfortable showing it. Both
states have territorial disputes
with Beijing that it pursues
with persistent pressure, and
both have concluded, with
varying degrees of
explicitness, that they need to
diversify their security
sources. Vietnam does not do
alliances; its history has
taught it well. A country
occupied and ravaged by
China, France, Japan and the
United States in living memory
tends to develop strong views
on entanglement. Hanoi
wants options and the ability
to price them against each
other. India is an option that
makes a particular kind of
sense. No colonial footprint in
the region. No territorial
ambitions. Its own unresolved
disputes with Beijing lend it a
certain bonhomie.

When Vietnamese

The leaders also confirmed
that BrahMos missile talks had
entered an advanced stage.
Along with that, there is
further engagement through
Defence Lines of Credit and an
Army Software Park being built
at the Telecommunications
University in Vietnam with
Indian support. The whole of
it has been part of the Joint
Vision Statement on India-
Vietnam Defence Partnership
towards 2030, signed during
Singh’s last visit to Hanoi in
June 2022. South Korea wants
something adjacent but
distinct. Seoul’s anxieties run
through the peninsula, not the
sea, and what it seeks is
industrial partnership and a
reliable presence in a region
where American commitment
is subject to revision. Singh will
chair a defence business
roundtable in Seoul and meet
the head of the Defence
Acquisition Programme
Administration. India’s Act East

Policy and South Korea’s Indo-
Pacific Strategy share
overlapping values, and both
countries have acknowledged
the alignment. The Missile That
Started It All The most
persuasive argument in any
negotiation is the one that
travels at Mach 2.8. The
BrahMos has become India’s
single most eloquent
contribution to regional
diplomacy. The Philippines
understood this first. Manila

signed a $375 million deal in
2022 for three shore-based
batteries, a decision driven,
fairly explicitly, by what China
has been doing in the South
China Sea. The first battery
arrived on an Indian Air Force

C-17 in April 2024. The second
was shipped by sea last year.
When Philippine Army chief
General Romeo Brawner came
to Delhi earlier this year, he had
one word for how the system
had performed: exemplary.
